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On July 25, 1983 the Trial Division of the University Tribunal considered 
the following charge against you: 

1bat in or about April, 1983, you did submit for credit 
in HIS 242S an essay entitJed 11 'lhe Weimar Republic; Was It 
Responsible for the A<lvent of tTnzism" in which you 
represented ns yot1r own tl1c ideas and expressio11s of ic!cns 
of anothf~r, contrary to Sect.Lon E. l_(n)(Ji.) of tlie University 
of Tdronto Cocle of Bel1nvio11r on A~aclemi.c Matters. 

I c1m wri.ti.ng to fnrmol..1y c1dvise you of the d£>ci.sion of the TrJbunnl with 
respect to this charge. 111e jury found you to be guilty of the charge 
nnd ordered that the following snnctions be. imposed: 

failure (J.e. ;i 1etter p,rndc of F nncl n numeric m.1.rk of 
zero) in ll!S 21,2s 

immP<linte suspension from the university unt:il the 198(; 
winter S(~ssion 

'J11e .iury hns also submitted the .Fo.Llowing two re.commendations to the 
President of the l1niversity of Toro11to: 

that D report of this cnse, withont cliscli:.1sing your name, 
he nwde to the university community 

thHt you be expelled from the university. 

The jury provided the fo1]nwing reasons for these sanctions: 

th·is was the st11dcnt 's second offence1 nnd we hnvc no 
ass1ir,111ce thnt he wi1 J not comnd t the scnne offence 

again 
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tl1e need to dcte1· other st,1dci11ts from plagiarism and 
i-o maintain the integrity and standards of the 
tm .i 

f;ince enrolmt:nt is ljmited, this student's place should 
be p:iven to someone who would put in an honest effort. 

I am enclosing in.formation regarding rights of appeal. 111e deadline for 
you to file an appeal is August 18, 198 3,
