However, this item had been initiated under the previous policy and consdered by the Flanning
and Budget Committee at its meeting on June 27, 2001.

Professor Carr explained that the Master of Financial Economics program would be unique in
North America and complementary to the Magter of Mathematical Finance and the MBA
programs. He noted that, initidly, tuition revenue net of sudent aid would fund the program and
that a base dlocation from the enrolment Growth Fund would be transferred to the program when

Steady state enrolment of 22 had been reached. At the Academic Board, a question had been asked
about the ahility of the participating divisions to mount the program on exigting resources. It had
been noted that the divisions were prepared to do so and that the program had been a part of the
academic plans.

Professor Carr indicated that the Growth Facility project in the Faculty of Arts and Science
would cost $6.9 million, $5.6 million of which would come from external sources (Canada
Foundation for Innovation (CFl) and Ontario Innovation Trust (OIT)). It would provide
greenhouse facilities on the rooftop of the Earth Sciences Complex and expansion of the
growth chambersin the basement. Approva was being requested for a $374,000 alocation
fromthe UIIF. At the Academic Board, Professor Venter had reported on discussions with the
City concerning possible relocation of € ements of the greenhouses.

Professor Carr observed that a considerable portion of the enrolment growth at the University
of Toronto would be directed to UTSc and that the need for new academic buildings was
urgent. The Academic Resource Centre building had been well advanced when the funding for
enrolment growth was announced. The totd scope of the building would change only dightly
while the library facilities would be greatly expanded. The new classroom cgpacity, origindly
part of this project, would be provided in separate buildings. There had been no discussion of
thisitem at the Academic Board.

(e) Item 11: Academic Priorities Fund and Enrolment Growth Fund: Allocation -
University of Toronto at Mississauga

Professor Carr reported that the one time only (OTO) dlocations were being provided to
help UTM meet enrolment expansion needs thisyear. Its program in Communication,
Culture and Information Technology was dso available for the firgt time to entering
sudentsthisyear. UTM’srequests for the new program support and for enrolment
expanson were interrdated. The academic plan of the University of Toronto at Missssauga
and the expected base dlocation from the Academic Priorities Fund (APF) had not been
gpproved pending the decison from the Minigtry of Training, Colleges and Univerditieson
enrolment expangon funding.

Professor Carr indicated that specidist, mgor and minor programsin these areas were
offered in the Faculty of Arts and Science by faculty appointed to Victoria College. It had
been proposed that the remaining three faculty members be transferred to the Faculty.
Victoria Univeraty would transfer 2/3 of their sdaries and benefits, as per the agreement,
and a base APF dlocation would be required to fund the remaining 1/3. There had been no
debate on thisitem at the Academic Board.

The support for additiona campaign expenses arose from
the extension of the campaign goa to $1 hillion and the need to update the campaign
priorities.

Professor Carr explained that the Academic Board had considered a proposal for a 400-space
parking garage under the new CCIT building. As part of the master plan, some new

buildings were to be constructed on the sites of current parking lots. UTM was dso

committed to maintaining the naturd areas of its campus. The garage which would cost

$12.89 million would be financed by a mortgage repaid entirdly through the UTM parking
ancillary. There had been no debate at the Academic Board.

The Chairman noted that the Business Board had dso considered this proposd. Itsterms of
reference required the Board to review “magjor projects, plans or programs outside the norma
course of busness that require the balancing of expense and revenue (e.g. . . . parking
dructures).” The Board's duty was to examine the financid plan for the project and to
satisfy itsdlf that revenue would be sufficient to balance the expense of congtructing and
operating the garage. The Business Board had concurred with the recommendation. The
University Affairs Board had dso concurred with this proposd.

A member noted that there had been a cost over-run on another parking garage that had been
approved, and asked whether there was any guarantee the approved cost of this project would
not be exceeded. Professor Sedrareplied that the estimated cost was the best available at this
time.

A member remarked that in the discussion of this recommendation at the Univeraty Affairs
Board, it had been indicated that the rates might be kept higher for alonger period to pay for
the project. A member observed that it was unfortunate that the parking facility was being
approved and built before other capital projects had been gpproved and funded. Both the
Provost and the President assured the member that every effort was being made to secure
funding for capitd projects on the campus. A member noted that revenue currently received
from the parking ancillary was directed towards academic programs. The Provost assured
the member that the funds currently provided to academic programs from the parking
ancillary would be covered by funds from other sources.

At theinvitation of the Chairman, Mr. Charpentier explained that the Audit Committee sterms
of reference had to be amended to reflect the re-establishment of the position of Vice-President -
Business Affairs, and to make the new Vice-President a non-voting, ex officio member of the
Audit Committee. It o provided for the gppointment of the senior officer of the Univeraty
responsble for financid matters who reported to the Vice- Presdent who would aso be anon
voting, ex officio member. To avoid the need to accommodate future changes in administrative
sructure, the proposed terms of reference used generic descriptions of those positions.

In addition, the following
officers are ex officio non-voting members. the senior officer of
the Univergty reporting to the President who is respongible for
financia matters, as so designated by the President; a second
senior officer of the University responsible for financid matters,
as S0 dedignated by the President; the Secretary of the Governing
Council; and the Director, Interna Audit. Two-thirds of the
voting members must be externd to the University: that is, not
faculty, gaff or sudents. The Audit Committee isatechnicd
rather than a representative committee. Its members are
appointed on the basis of their expertise and interest.

At the invitation of the Chairman, Mr. Charpentier noted that the annud report of the
Ombudsperson and the Adminigtrative Response were presented annudly to the
Governing Council for information and for comment. The Executive Committee was
asked to endorse the Report and Response and to place them on the agenda of the next
meeting of the Council. He observed that the Report focused on the Review process that
had been carried out earlier in the year, the implementation of the recommendations
contained in the Report of the Review Committee, and to some areas of concern to the
Ombudsperson. The Secretary continued that Ms Mary Ward, Ombudsperson, would be
invited to attend the October 25 meeting of the Council to respond to questions on her
Report. An Executive Summary of the Report would be provided for the Council.

14. Report of the President

The President reported on anumber of issues.
() Nobel L aureate Event, November 16, 2001

The President reminded members of the celebration of the 100" Anniversary of the Nobel
Prize which was scheduled for November 16, 2001, and which would feature Nobd Laureates
who were Canadians and/or had done their work in Canada.

(b) Security Issues on Campus

The President reported on a number of security issues that had arisen since September 11, A
Committee chaired by the Vice-President, Government and Ingtitutiond Relaions had been
formed to ensure that the Universty is responding appropriatey to events. Membership on this
committee included the head of campus security, the Campus Safety Officer, the Vice-Provost,
Students, the Director, Public Affairs, the Director, Office of the Presdent, the Secretary of

the Governing Council, a representative from the Office of the Vice-Presdent, Human
Resources, and representatives from residences, the Univeraty of Toronto at Missssaugaand
the Universty of Toronto at Scarborough, among others.

(c) Meeting of Executive Heads of the Council of Ontario Universties (COU)

The President summarized issues discussed at the recent meeting of the Executive Heads of
Ontario Universties. Mogt indtitutions had indicated agreement in principle on need- based
sudent aid, dthough severd issues remained to be resolved including harmonization with the
Ontario Student Aid Program (OSAP), the evauation of student need, and the rewarding of
merit. Enrolment issues had aso been discussed.  Participation rates had been considerably
higher than projected for this year, raisng the issue of how the additiona students would be
funded. For the Universty of Toronto, a decison on additiond capitd funding from the
provincid government was becoming more urgent.
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14. Report of the President (cont’d)

(d) Federal Funding

The President noted that the University of Toronto continued to make the case for funding for
innovation and research and devel opment with representatives of the federal government.

(e) Academic Freedom

The Presdent referred to his article on academic freedom that had been published in the
Toronto Star on October 8, 2001.

(f) Review of the Office of the Vice-President and Provost

The President reported that the Review Committee had met and that the Committee' s report
was being written. He noted that the Advisory Committee on the Appointment of aVice-
Presdent and Provost would begin meeting this month.

Members were invited to raise any questions that they had. A member indicated his
understanding that arequest had been made by the campus police for permission to carry
batons. Two members expressed concern at such action being taken.

A member noted that, dthough a search for aprincipa for the Univerdty of Toronto at
Missssauga was underway, no review was being carried out. The Provost indicated that the
Search Committee was, to some extent, conducting an internd review as part of itswork.
However, in view of the planning exercises of the recent past, the Office of the Vice-President
and Provost was well informed with respect to the issues facing UTM.

A member asked whether a committee had been struck to deal with assessment of student need
and OSAP. The Presdent replied that a committee would be set up in the near future. In
response to a question about the timeline of the work of such a committee, the President replied
that it would be hard to predict the length of time Since so many ingtitutions would be involved.
A member supported the idea of rewards for merit that were not financid, including research
and internship opportunities with prominent faculty.
