THAT the Scarborough Campus Students' Union (SCSU) be recognized as the 
Representative Student Committee and primary representative body of full-time 
undergraduate students registered at the University of Toronto at Scarborough (UTSC);  
 

and  THAT the Governing Council cease its recognition of the Students' Administrative 
Council (SAC) as the Representative Student Committee of full-time undergraduate 
students registered at the University of Toronto at Scarborough; 

 
subject to the following conditions and expectations: 
 

1) that for the purposes of the Memorandum of Agreement between the University of 
Toronto, the Students' Administrative Council, the Graduate Students' Union and the 
Association of Part-Time Undergraduate Students for a Long-Term Protocol on the 
Increase or Introduction of Compulsory Non-Tuition Related Fees (the "Protocol"), the 
Students' Administrative Council shall continue to represent full-time undergraduate 
students registered at the University of Toronto at Scarborough until such time as a new 
or revised Protocol is approved; 

 
2) that the Scarborough Campus Students' Union will undertake, in consultation with the 

Association of Part-Time Undergraduate Students, to address the representation of part-
time undergraduate UTSC students; 

 
3) that the Students' Administrative Council will undertake, in consultation with the 

appropriate student societies, to address the representation of University of Toronto at 
Mississauga students; and 

 
4) that the Students' Administrative Council and the Scarborough Campus Students' Union 

will undertake to advise the administration of their progress in addressing these matters 
in the Spring of 2005.
