Appealing a Tribunal Decision

Notice of Appeal
Either the Student or University has 21 calendar days to appeal the panel’s
decision on questions that are not of fact alone (ie the party cannot argue
UNIVERSITY facts already mentioned or discussed at the Tribunal) and/or from sanction
TRIBUNAL: by filing a Notice of Appeal stating the relief sought (ie what is the outcome

Section 95-103 Proceedings Management Conference

Within 30 days of the Reasons for Decision being released, the Chair will
schedule a Proceedings Management Conference with the student and
University, during which procedural issues, the appeal process, and
timelines will be discussed.

Transcript
If the Student or University bringing the appeal wishes to refer to the
transcript of the trial proceedings they may order a single electronic copy of
the trial transcript through ADFG.

Appeal Material
The Student and University each prepare and provide to ADFG and to each
other a factum summarizing their case on appeal.
