With respect to the jurv's 1ecgmm£ndat10n that LEe
expulsion he rvecotrded permanently on the student's
academic transcript, we are unanimously of the view

that this recommendation ought to be chanped., Our -
recommendation would he that & nectation of the
expulsion appear on Mr. %, 's academic transcript
until Januarv 1, 1986. .
