At Its hearinq on Auqust 21, 1985, the University Tribunal considered 
the fol lowing charoe aoainst you: 

That in or about Movember 1984 in a ten,, paper entitled 
'" i e Id Trip: Ni aqara Escarp,rBnt' submitted for credit 
in course GGP 205F you did knowing I y rep resent as your 
own the ideas and expression of ideas of others 
contrary to s.E. l(a)(ii) of the University of Toronto 
Code of 8ehaviour on Academic Matters. 

The Jury found you to be guilty of this charge and imposed the 
fol lowin9 sanctions: 

suspension from the University for a period beginning 
immediately after the end of your current academic 
suspension and lasting unti I September of 1988; 

a notation of this susPension and the reason for it 
to be placed on your academic transcript unti I 
September, 1990. 

The Jury stated that they felt the act you had committed was a gross 
violation of proper behaviour for students at the University of 
Toronto, aq9ravated by the potent i a I damage to fe I I ow students. The 
Jury accepted the University's submission that the sanc+ion 
con st I tuted a severe pena I ty because they fe It that the offence 
warranted severity. The Jury stated that they f<>lt the sanctions 
were a Just reward for your behaviour and would provice a deterrent 
to other students. 
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I am forwarding to you and to the University Discipline Counsel 
Information regarding rlohts of appeal. The deadline for 
fl lino an appeal is September 16, 1985.
