“Librarian” means an employee of the University, University College, the Constituent Colleges and the
arts and science faculties of the Federated Universities who hold the rank of Librarian I, Librarian I,
Librarian III, or Librarian IV.

The nominee may submit a typed biographical statement or other comments, up to a limit of 100 words.
The candidate's name will not be counted in the 100-word total if placed at the beginning of the
statement. Abbreviations and acronyms will be counted as one word. The nominee’s URL will not be
counted in the 100 word limit and should be placed at the end of the statement. This statement will be
published in the campus media and linked to the ballot on the web. If a statement exceeds 100
words in length, only the first 100 words will be printed.
