• Increased number of Dean’s Designates from 
3 to 5 so that we can schedule more 
meetings with students and resolve cases in a 
timelier fashion

• Hired 2 additional Academic Integrity 
Assistants on a two-year term to address the 
increase in cases

• With these new personnel resources, the AIU 
has doubled its peak case resolution capacity
 In May 2021, the AIU processed more 

than 200 cases
• AIU has closed 80% of cases submitted in the 

last five years (i.e., since 2016-17)
• Currently underway - Process improvement 

project
