JURISDICTIONAL INFORMATION:

The Policy on Student Awards specifies that the University Registrar report all new, amended
and withdrawn awards annually to the Academic Board through the Committee on Academic
Policy and Programs.

HIGHLIGHTS:

In 2004-05, the number of new awards established in the University was 152, comparable
with those in the years since the inception of various donor matching programs in 1996.

The total endowment for new awards was approximately $ 28 million. The annual value

of new awards, including annually-funded awards, was about $1.3 million, whereas the
annual value of awards withdrawn over the same period was $1,400.
