BACKGROUND

Reconstruction of the North Building is necessary to relocate and consolidate academic
departments in order to proceed with enhanced and updated laboratory facilities in UTM’s Davis
Building (South Building).

The new space will house undergraduate teaching laboratories, new research facilities, student
computer labs, study spaces, new academic offices and student amenities. This project will resolve
the backlog of space issues for a number of academic departments and create a new energy-efficient
structure that will accommodate growth and enhance the student experience.

TERMS OF REFERENCE

Make recommendations for a detailed space program and functional plan for a phased
reconstruction of the North Building to accommodate academic programs.

Demonstrate that the proposed space program is consistent with the Council of Ontario
Universities” (COU) space standards and University of Toronto space standards.

Determine a functional layout of the space required within the proposed building envelope
identified in the UTM Campus Master Plan.

Determine the secondary effects of the project, including any necessary space reallocation,
the impact on the delivery of academic programs and activities in the building during
construction.

Identify all equipment, moveable furnishings, data and communications requirements
necessary to the project and their related costs.

Identify all security and occupational health and safety requirements and their related costs.

Determine a total project cost (TPC) estimate for the capital project, including costs
associated with secondary effects.

Identify all sources of funding for the capital project and any increased operating costs once
the project is complete.
